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Our Future  
Your Session continues to work together on a 

document that describes who we are and who we 

want to be in the future.  Every time we read the 

document, we update it with great care.  We were 

pleased to increase the number of active members 

this spring.  We grinned when we could delete the 

sentence describing the cracked and peeling front 

doors and the wobbly railing on the ramp.    
 

But descriptions of the 

congregation and the building 

are easy.  The hard part is to 

try to describe what we believe 

our future looks like.  New 

construction all around us is 

going to bring new people into 

our neighborhood, but will it 

bring new worshippers into 

Calvary on Sunday mornings?  

The young professionals who 

traditionally inhabit the kinds 

of apartments and townhouses that are springing 

up at the end of the metro line are often folks who 

want to live meaningful lives and to help their 

community, but they tend not to go to church.  
 

We have taught our children many important 

things, but we have failed to teach this next 

generation to worship.  We have not given them a 

sense of wonder and awe.  They really donõt 

understand why we gather up on Sunday mornings 

to sing and pray and read the Bible together.  Their 

music is all individualized on their iPodsñthey only 

listen to what pleases them personally.  On 

surveys, they usually describe themselves as 

òspiritual, but not religious.ó  I think that means 

that they pray, but see no point in praying together.  

Either they have never been introduced to the 

Bible; or, more often, they found difficulties in the 

story that their 2nd grade Sunday School teacher 

scolded them for asking about, and they 

abandoned their interest in finding out any  more.   

Almost every new member of any church reports 

that they came because someone invited them.  

Itõs not because they noticed the shiny new doors, 

or laughed at the witty sign on the corner; but 

because someone said, òCome with me to my 

church this week.ó   We have no 

reluctance to recommend the 

last movie that touched us to 

anyone who will listenñeither in 

person or online.  We regularly 

tell others about a restaurant 

that we love.  Why donõt we feel 

inclined to recommend our 

church?   
 

If you believe that this church 

has a future, itõs up to you.  

Statistics tell us that most 

Presbyterians have never 

invited anyone to come to church with them.  Itõs 

time.   Invite your neighbors.  Bring a brochure 

about Calvary to new residents when you see the 

moving van on your street.  Pray for someone else 

to begin a conversation about faith with you.  Bring 

your children regularly.  Ask a friend to bring youñ

because it matters to you to be here, and you want 

to share that with someone.  Call someone in the 

church family and tell them you miss their 

company on Sunday morning.  All of that is 

evangelism.  Itõs what all Christians are charged to 

be doingñall the timeñspreading the Good News 

and inviting people to come and find out for 

themselves.  Thatõs what will keep the ministry that 

you have built here at Calvary healthy and growing.
